Day 1 
Wednesday
August 10th

New York to Lisbon

Depart New York for our flight to Lisbon.  All applicable meals in flight.

Day 2
Thursday
August 11th

Lisbon / Santarem / Fatima

On arrival, we drive through Lisbon.  We stop and visit St. Anthony’s Church.  Saint Anthony was born and grew up in Lisbon.  We continue to the town of Santarem, one of the oldest cities in the world.  We will walk through its narrow streets to the Church of St. Stephen, containing the oldest recorded Eucharistic miracle.  This miracle has been on display since 1269.  Our next stop is Fatima, the place where the blessed Mother appeared in 1917 to three simple shepherd children and exhorted mankind to pray for world peace.  This evening you may wish to participate in the candlelight procession.  Dinner and overnight will be in Fatima. (D)

Day 3
Friday

August 12th

Fatima

Fatima is one of the most visited holy places for Catholics from around the world.  The atmosphere of intense spirituality and the importance of Fatima have been attested to by the visits of two Popes; Paul VI and John Paul II.  In Fatima, we will visit the Little Chapel of the Apparitions, the Basilica, the site of Francesco and Jacinta’s graves, the Hamlet of Aljustrel, where the children lived, and Valinhos the site of Our Lady’s appearance after the children’s return from prison.  We will follow the Stations of the Cross along the Via Sacra (The Sacred Way) culminating in the Chapel of Calvary which overlooks all of Fatima.  Join Pilgrims from around the world in an evening candlelight procession to pray the rosary.  Dinner and overnight in Fatima. (CB, D)

Day 4
Saturday
August 13th

Fatima / Santiago de Compostela

We depart Fatima to Santiago de Compostela.  Arrive in the Holy City where the tomb of St. James lies.  During the middle ages, Santiago de Compostela became the number one pilgrimage site outside of Rome.  Santiago de Compostela is the third largest Holy City of the Christian world.  Visit the Cathedral and the tomb of St. James located at Plaza del Obradoria.  Dinner will be at our hotel. (CB, D)

Day 5
Sunday
August 14th

Santiago de Compostela / Avila / Madrid

We depart for Avila.  We walk the narrow cobblestone street of the city as we trace the life of St. Teresa of Avila.  Next we visit the Monastery of Incarnation, Teresa’s cell and the relics of St. Teresa and St. John of the Cross and end our tour at the Cathedral of Avila.  We then continue to Madrid for dinner and overnight.  (CB,D)

Day 6
Monday
August 15th

Madrid

We will have a morning orientation tour of Madrid.  Afternoon at leisure. Dinner at WYD venue site.  (CB,D)

Day 7 Tuesday
August 16th 

Madrid / WYD

Morning at leisure. Afternoon we attend the opening ceremony of WYD. Continental breakfast at the retreat house. Lunch and dinner at WYD venue site.  (CB, D)
